This presentation is based primarily on a national survey conducted by Greenberg
Quinlan Rosner Research for Democracy Corps. The survey was of 1,001 2008
voters and conducted June 19-22, 2010. Margin of error: 3.1 percentage points.

All data shown reflects results from 867 likely 2010 voters (866 unweighted;
margin of error of 3.1 percentage points) unless otherwise noted.
